restored to 95% of the power grid by 10/8.
According to LCEC, power has been restored to
46,033 customers. The restoration process
focuses on major facilities that supply power to
main circuits to help energize essential services.
LCEC reports they're receiving mutual aid from
FPL and other electrical cooperatives.
